Lastly, voting statistics were gathered by Mr. DeLeonardis 

and the students in his statistics class so that we could learn about the range of ideas and opinions rep-

resented on our campus. 

 The so called real world may not allow citizens under 18 to vote in an election, but I would 

venture a guess that the students at BCA were as motivated and informed about the recent election as 

any pundit or news junkie out there.     

 And after Election Day inevitably comes turkey day, a day of giving thanks for all we have.  On 

behalf of the faculty and staff here at BCA, please allow me to express my heartfelt thanks to parents 

for sharing your greatest of treasures with all of us.  We are so lucky to be teaching your children – and 

don’t think we don’t know it.

  Communication effectiveness and the creation of credible, well-researched ar-
guments are vital to success in every walk of life.  This school year an exciting 
new initiative has been added to the curriculum as a required course for all 
freshman students.  In the year-long Freshman Leadership Seminar, students 
practice analytic, organization and presentation skills in order to become better 
communicators and public speakers and learn research skills necessary to de-
velop supported and valid arguments. 
 
    Each class begins with warm-up exercises to improve enunciation and pro-
jection (so if you hear students in the hallways or in their rooms repeating òsushi chefó or òtoy boató 
or running around talking about òeleven benevolent elephantsó youóll understand why) and then fo-
cus on various lessons in research and speech creation. 
 
    The sixteen sections, taught by Mr. Alschen, Mr. Kaplan, Ms. Lawler, Ms. Sytsma and Mr. Wilson, 
are now completing a unit introducing them to the basics of research, with a strong focus on effective 
electronic research. Students are gearing up to begin presenting their first Informative Speech, with 
topics ranging from Break Dancing to Origami and from Chess to the History of Broadway.  The skills 
acquired in this class are already being put to use across the curriculum.  Lessons on organization pat-
terns and narrowing of topic and purpose are being applied to papers written in American Literature 
and the scientific journals students have discovered in their online research are integral to Biology and 
other Lab Reports. 
 
    We are very excited to have the opportunity to reach every incoming BCA student with this curricu-
lum and encourage you to ask a freshman about his or her experiences ­ and simultaneously wow you 
with the verbal mastery of an intricate tongue twister.

Please take a moment to review 

the BCA medication policy listed below. 

 

Medications 

1. Over the counter (OTC) medication for minor illness is available from the school nurse only with 

annual written parental permission.  The permission form must be completed, including a parental sig-

nature, before medication can be dispensed.  Students are not to carry and administer their own OTC medi-

cations. 

2.  Prescription medication: If a student needs to take prescription medication in school, please have the 

studentôs doctor complete and sign the prescription medication form.  A parental signature is also required.  

The medication and paper work must be brought to the Health Office in the original labeled pharmacy con-

tainer. 

3. Emergency Medication:  Some medications (Epi-Pen, Inhalers) students may carry in school.  Please 

contact the nurse if your child must carry any of the above stated medications.  A doctorôs prescription 

and signed instructions for this medication is necessary annually and will be maintained in the stu-

dentôs medical record.
